A request for two Variances, from Sections 400.8.1.2 and 400.8.2, the Town of Holderness Zoning Ordinance, for relief from setbacks between an effluent disposal area to the shoreline (50’ variance) and a well to the shoreline (17.3’ variance) in order to replace a failing septic system and install a well for property located at Tax Map 102, Lot 001, 35 Marden Point Road, in the Commercial District, Town of Holderness has been APPROVED.
1. The variances will be 12.2’ at the west end to 12.4’ at the east end of the building. 
2.  The applicant will provide evidence of legal access to U.S. 3 through the Cripps property (Map/Lot 101-034).

The Board made specific findings that each of the variance criteria was met by the application.
