CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman E. Hansen called the meeting to order at 6:31 P.M.

ROLL CALL:
N. Decoteau called the roll. A quorum was present.

CONTINUED APPLICATONS:

Case #2016-06, Laura Livingston: Subdivision application submitted by Bryan L. Bailey, LLS for property
located at 541 US Rt. 3, identified as Tax Map 241-120-000 owned by Laura Livingston located in the
General Residential Zoning District, in accordance with the Town of Holderness Subdivision Regulations.

E. Hansen opened the Public Hearing at 6:35 P. M.
E. Hansen noted that the waiver requested was granted and the application was accepted as complete at

the October 20, 2016 Planning Board meeting.

B. Bailey briefly reviewed the application for a 2-lot subdivision as presented at the meeting on October
20, 2016.

B. Bailey noted that the 125’ well radius is now shown on the plan and that the septic design plan has been
reviewed by the Holderness Health Officer and has received NH DES approval for construction.

B. Bailey stated that he will present a mylar for signature if the subdivision is approved.

B. Bailey referenced the letter Attorney P. Wood mailed out to the property owners in the neighborhood
regarding the “no further subdivision” language in the deed.
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B. Bailey asked that the board approve the subdivision as it meets all of the town regulations.
E. Hansen agreed that the language in the deed referencing “no further subdivision” is a civil matter thatis

outside of the Planning Board’s jurisdiction.

M. Fogg asked if the deed restriction was clearly defined in the current owner’s deed.

B. Bailey stated it was only defined by reference to the condition/restrictions included in a previous deed
identified by the book and page number.

B. Bailey added that the “no further subdivision” language came to light only when the deed which was
referenced in the current owner’s deed was researched.

E. Hansen restated that the deed restrictions are outside of the purview of the Planning Board.
E. Hansen asked for further comment from the public and board members.
No further comment was offered.

MOTION: “To approve the Subdivision application submitted by Bryan L. Bailey, LLS for property
located at 541 US Rt. 3, identified as Tax Map 241-120-000 owned by Laura Livingston located in
the General Residential Zoning District with the foliowing conditions:

E. Hansen closed the Public Hearing at 6:45.

OTHER BUSINESS:
1. Sign Webb BLA:
E. Hansen and C. Lehner agreed to sign the mylar for the Webb subdivision as it was noted the condition of

approval to submit updated Current Use maps has been met

2. Request for Pre Application Meeting
The Board agreed to include a Pre Application meeting with A. Barnard regarding a possible subdivision of

the Smith property located on Tax map 213 Lot 29 being on Huckins Hill Road.

At 6:55pm E. Hansen noted six people had arrived at the meeting.
V. Vermeulen, C. O’Leary and David & Peggi Snyder explained that they were present for the Public
Hearing on the Livingston subdivision as they had received a letter from Attorney P. Wood stating the

Public Hearing begins at 7:00pm.

E. Hansen explained that the Attorney listed the time incorrectly and that the Subdivision had received
approval.

E. Hansen expiained the deed restrictions are outside of the purview of the Planning Board and that itis a
civil matter.

E. Hansen noted that every Planning Board decision has a 30-day appeal provision.
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The residents from the neighborhood expressed their disappointment with the process.
E. Hansen explained that the Planning Board met the Notice requirements per state law and it is
unfortunate that the attorney’s letter listed the time of the meeting incorrectly.

3. The Board informed Admin Assistant N. Decoteau that she is responsible to draft the 2016 Annual
Report from the Planning Board.

4. The Board determined to hold the first Public Hearing on proposed zoning amendments on December
15, 2016 as part of their regular meeting.

5. The Board reviewed language proposed regarding Accessory Dwelling Units and made a determination
to move forward with the following:

ADD Definition:
Duplex — A structure used for residential purposes and consisting of two dwelling units
with a common wall.

ADD Definition:

Accessory Dwelling Unit (or "TADU") - A residential fiving unit that is within or attached
to a single-family dwelling, and that provides independent living facilities for one or
more persons, including provisions for sleeping, eating, cooking, and sanitation on the
same parcel of land as the principal dwelling unit it accompanies.

ADD ADU’sas %oecial Exceptions in zones GR, RR, & CD

ADD Section 900.4 ADU Provisions

Maximum size of ADU 800 square feet

At least one parking space must be provided for ADU

Only one (1) ADU allowed per dwelling

Adequate provisions for sewage disposal and water supply must be shown in accordance

with state law to be in compfiance with RSA 485-A:38

Per RSA 674:72 an interior door must be provided between the principal dwelling unit

and the ADU.

6. The ADU must have an independent means of ingress and egress, or shall have ingress
and egress through a common space such as a shared hallway to an exterior door.

6. The Board discussed the need to clarify that a Bed & Breakfast is included in the definition of “Motel-
Lodging” and agreed to move forward with proposing that the definition be updated from “Motel-Lodging”
to “Motel-Lodging-Bed&Breakfast”.

7. The Board reviewed a proposed administrative change to Section 700 where wording “structure,

which” is changed to read “structures that”.
E. Hansen recommended the town attorney provide an opinion as to whether the change can be done

administratively or if it requires a ballot question.
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8. E. Hansen suggested that some thought should be given to how the Holderness Subdivision Regulations

allow for/restrict development on a Class VI Road.
The Board agreed to discuss the issue, and consider updating the Subdivision/Site Plan Regulations if

necessary.
